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Abstract

The main themes on "Gold Artifacts" in Ptolemaic and Roman
Egypt ascertain the existence these artifacts since before the Egyptian
dynasties with their spiritual, religious as well as material importance.
These themes deal also with the most important papyrus documents
about gold, jewelry, marriage and divorce contracts, dowry, as well as
the most important gold artifacts such as necklaces, rings, golden
earrings in the Hellenistic and Roman periods.

Through identifying the forms of gold artifacts, the researcher
confirms several notions about the art of gold ornaments in Pharaonic
Egypt as well as the Hellenistic and Roman periods belonging to the
Mediterranean culture. This appeared in the necklaces, earrings, and
rings of these periods. It has been proved that wearing gold and bronze
earrings was limited to male children and slaves, and neither kings nor
men wore earrings except the Pharaohs of the Twenty-fifth Dynasty who
appeared wearing earrings in the carvings in Idfu.
