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Golden sheets which found inside Sidi Gaber sarcophagus, Alexandria

Abstract: During July 2018 the Egyptian mission discovered a part of burial
chamber dates back to late Ptolemaic period at Al Karmeli Street- Sidi Gaber-
Alexandria, which consider a part of the eastern necropolis. The burial
chamber contains a granodiorite sarcophagus, known in the media as
“Alexandria Sarcophagus” or “Sidi Gaber Sarcophagus”. The sarcophagus
contains human and animal remains, plant remains and four golden sheets
inscribed with plant and religious symbols according to the religious aspects
in Alexandria during the Greek and Roman periods. Additionally, incomplete
Marble bust of a man. The study aims to publishing and shedding light on the
interpretation of symbols inscribed on the golden sheets in relation with
architectural plan and remains of the tomb, and the correlation between them
and individuals’ sexes and health, according to the archaeological evidences
at the site itself as well as the bioarchaeological evidences that were extracted

after human remains investigation. Moreover, present a new plan of the burial
chamber based on comparative studies.
